Guests are requested to observe the following rules: 

GENERAL 

❖ Please note the use of cellular telephones may be used ONLY in the park-
ing lot, locker rooms and bocce ball area next to the pool.  Texting or 
scrolling is allowed in all areas of the Club.  Please be courteous of our 
members and other guests.   

HOUSE 

❖ The Dress Code is strictly enforced.  Jeans and other denim clothing, 
bathing suites, tank tops, cut-offs, sweat pants and short –shorts are not 
acceptable attire while on the Golf Course 

❖ Shirts must be collard and are allowed throughout the Clubhouse and 
Golf Course.  Turtlenecks and mock-turtleneck golf shirts may be worn 
on the golf course and in the Clubhouse.  Shirts must be tucked in at all 
times.

❖ Shoes must be worn at all times when on Club premises except in the 
locker room or pool area. 

❖ Hats must face bill-forward when worn.  Although hats are allowed in the 
Pub, they must be removed when dining in the Summit. 

GOLF 

❖ Carts must be operated on cart paths where provided and the gate system 
or 90-degree rule is expected to be followed by all members and guests 
using a powered cart. 

TENNIS 

❖ Proper tennis attire, including proper non-marking tennis shoes, must be 
worn on the courts at all times. Men must wear shirts with sleeves.
